That morning Sophie read an email from a local lady who is currently    
undergoing medical treatment & wears a real hair wig. Although Sophie shed a tear 
the encouraging words gave her reassurance that her donation would make a huge  
difference to many. 
Sophie had her hair cut along with her Student Art Teacher, Miss Emily Haydon, 
on the stage of the gymnasium watched by students, teachers and family. Sophieôs 
hair was divided into multiple pony tails to be cut. Her dad cut one along with one 
of her friends and three teachers from school, Sophie even cut one herself! 
Sophie encourages others to follow in her footsteps. ñItôs a memorable milestone 
in my life and something I will never forget.
